There will be a performance held on Friday, March 2 for all of the elementary students.  The 4th grade parents will sell popcorn and pop to the 3-5 grade students as an additional fundraiser for the 5th grade camp account.

The Mother/Son bowling event has been schedule for April 28th at Holiday Lanes.  We will have a “sports” theme this year and ask everyone to wear his or her favorite sports jerseys to the event.
