Stacy Adams called the meeting to order and introduced the officers.  

Box Tops - There was an overview of the Box Tops contest that is currently taking place.  The goal is for each student to bring in 20 box tops, which is worth $2.00 when redeemed.  One class from each grade will be rewarded with a pizza party.  The Box Tops money goes to support assemblies and reward programs.
Student of the Month (3-5) side – Teachers nominate a student based on the word of the month (October’s word being Respect).  The student receives a T-shirt and their picture in the hallway.  The PTO has paid for the T-shirts to support this program.
Adopting our Platoon – Stacy is working to have our school approved to adopt a Platoon.  We will make cards, bring in items to ship, etc. and send them to a Platoon that is currently serving our country overseas.  More details to follow as they become available.

Book Fair – The book fair will take place the week of November 8 – 11 this year with a preview week November 2-4.  We will have evening hours on Tuesday, November 8 from 4-8 p.m. and our “Grand” event will be held on Thursday, November 10 from 6-7:30 p.m.

Treasurer’s Report – Julie Baden gave an update of our current account.  We have raised $24178.88 from the fall fundraiser.  Our current projected balance after all expenses for the year will be $1998.38.  If we consider other programs or want to spend additional funds that what is budgeted, we may have to hold another fundraiser in the spring to cover expenses.  We are hoping to make additional funds at the Carnival to help with expenses as well.

Holiday Gifts – We held a brief discussion on whether we should purchase gifts for the students prior to the Holiday Break.  We considered cinch sacks and pencil bags that would cost about $2/student.  An idea was raised also about purchasing classroom gifts that would include the teacher and students (i.e. board games, etc. to be used for inside recess time).  We held a vote and it was decided to purchase classroom gifts this year.  We plan to spend about $25/classroom and will have Santa deliver the gifts to the rooms along with a candy cane or treat for each child.

Chief Receipts – We held a discussion on the whether or not we should continue the Chief receipt program.  The receipts are time consuming to tally and then get turned in before the receipts expire.  We voted and decided to continue collecting them and have recruited a new volunteer to process and turn-in the receipts for the school.
